Sir/Madam,

As you are aware that Bio-metric devices have already been dispatched/installed in your
Medical College for capturing faculty attendance for implementation of Online Faculty Monitoring
System (OFAMOS) under DMMP-I Project. Your kind attention is invited to clause A.1.23 (a) and
clause B.1.11 of the amendment in “Minimum Standard Requirement for 50/100/150/200/250
MBBS Admissions Annually Regulations, 1999”, vide notification dated 25/04/2019, published in
the Gazette of India on 29/04/2019.

2. As per amended clause A.1.23 (a), the maintenance of biometric attendance system shall now,

l@‘m the responsibility of Medical Colleges/Institutions. All Medical Colleges/Institutions shall install

piometric attendance machine for regularly capturing the attendance of human resources and it
shall be made available on the Medical College Website in the form of daily attendance
dashboard. The Council may seek such record of attendances during or after assessment, from the
Medical Colleges. Further, at the discretion of the Council, the Medical College shall be required to
furnish an undertaking by way of an affidavit stating that the enrolment of human resources in
the biometric system has been ensured in a trusted environment and the report of the biometric
attendance, is authentic and correct.

3. Further, as per amended clause B.1.11, every Medical College/ Institution shall have its own
website wherein a hyperlink shall be made available as ‘Information under MSR Clause B.1.11’ on
the home page of the College Website, which shall contain the information as specified in clause
B.1.11 (a) and B.1.11 (b). Further, the Medical College/ Institutions shall also maintain daily
biometric attendance dashboard of human resources as specified in the amended regulations. The
attendance dashboard shall be provided as a sub-link i.e. ‘Biometric attendance Dashboard’
under the main link i.e. ‘Information under MSR Clause B.1.11’ on Home page of the College
Website. The enclosed Gazette may be referred for detailed information.

4. The maintenance activity of OFAMOS devices & SIM Cards, as earlier performed by the Council,
has been discontinued and henceforth, the responsibility of maintaining the biometric
attendance, is now lies with the Medical Colleges. In this regard, it is further to inform you that it
